This item was continued from the May 5, 2009 City Council meeting to allow the item to
be properly noticed. Notices have been mailed to all property owners within a 300°
radius, as required by the Municipal Code. The Council voted to continue this item so
that action could be taken post proper noticing. At that time, staff made the following
recommendations:

Recommended Action: That the City Council deny the appeal and uphold the decision
of the Planning Commission to deny a conditional use permit amendment for the sale of
alcoholic beverages on the patio, based on an inability to make the required findings for
approval.

PUBLIC HEARING: RESOLUTION NO. 09-14 - PROPOSED COMMUNITY
DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM AND BUDGET PLAN PURSUANT TO
THE AMERICAN RECOVERY AND REINVESTMENT ACT OF 2009

The City will receive $147,347 in federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
Recovery Program for eligible CDBG activities pursuant to the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act of 2009 (“Recovery Act”). The Recovery Act requires that funds
maximize job creation and economic benefit by meeting strict objectives.

On May 8, 2009, the Los Angeles County Community Development Commission
(“CDC”) released regulations governing these funds. Council will hold a Public Hearing
and take action on the proposed CDBG Recovery Act Program and Budget Plan. The
CDC requires that all planning documents be submitted for the CDBG Recovery Act
Program by May 26, 2009. The proposed project is located in the Redevelopment
Project Area.

Recommended Action: That the City Council:

1. Adopt Resolution No. 09-14 authorizing the allocation of CDBG Recovery Act Funds
from the CDC for activities described above.

2. Recognize the receipt of CDBG Recovery Act Program funds awarded by the CDC
to the City in the City FY 2009-10 Budget.

3. Authorize the City Manager or his designee to execute new contracts with the CDC
for the allocation of CDBG Recovery Act Program and set up and maintain new
accounts for CDBG-R Administration and CDBG-R San Gabriel Boulevard
Streetscape Project.

C. CONTRACT EXTENSION FOR KEYSER MARSTON ASSOCIATES TO
COMPLETE THE PREPARATION OF FIVE-YEAR IMPLEMENTATION PLAN
FOR THE EAST SAN GABRIEL COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT PROJECT
AREA AMONG OTHER ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT SERVICES

California Redevelopment Law requires redevelopment agencies to adopt an
implementation plan every five years. The Agency is required, by December 31,
2009, to adopt a plan for the years 2010 to 2014. The purpose of the plan is to
identify and document the Agency’s specific goals and objectives for the
redevelopment project area for the next five years. The plan must also provide
an explanation of how goals and objectives will eliminate blight within the project
area and how specified requirements of the California Health and Safety Code
will be implemented.



Recommendation: That the Agency authorize the Executive Director or his
designee to extend KMA'’s contract authority through June 30, 2011

D. BIENNIAL REVIEW AND EXTENSION OF STANDING CONTRACTS AND
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENTS

When the City Council approved the selection of consulting firms to assist the
Community Development Department in 2000, it was proposed that the firms be
regularly reviewed and communicated to Council to determine whether and when
contracts should be extended, renewed, terminated, or put out to bid. All related
service agreements have been placed on a common schedule for review.

Recommended Action: That the Agency approve extensions of agreements
specified in report, and authorize the City Manager or designee to execute them
in the City Attorney’s approved form.
